Playing Regulations

1. 15 minutes grace

There has been some confusion about th
15 minutes grace for latecomers at the
beginning of a match.

Regulation 4.10 tells us that 15 minutes
grace only applies to Singles matches.
Reasons for this regulation only applying
to Singles would include:

When playing Doubles, you can put in
your partner's ball, sothe match can
begin when one player is late

The scheduling problems it would create
for Saturday Pennants matches—if each
of the 3 Saturday matches began 15
minutes late, the whole schedule would
be thrown out. In winter it would be dark
before we finished.

There may be other reasons, too, and
would be interested to hear of them.

HANDICAPPING—Creina Dawson

Every now and then, | hear reports of players noihmying with the National
Handicapping Regulations which all States agreedis® some six years ago. For
example there are some who do not enter certairesamn their cards despite the fact
they are competition games. The regulations of cmmpliance are quite clear and all
Club Handicappers need to see that they are fotlowe

Players have no choice. They use cards.

A first time failure to comply with the national hadicapping regulations will
gain a warning. A second failure will be reported the ACA Executive to
decide upon a penalty.

The following regulations apply.

5. Players shall:

5.1. Complete an entry on an official Croquet Australia AHS Card for each
competitive singles game played.

5.2. Maintain an accurate record on their AHS cards of all competitive singles
games they play and report their current handicap and index to Tournament or
Competition Managers at the start of an event.

5.3. If their handicap changes as a result of any game played during an event,
have the Official Handicapper check and sign their card confirming the change
before playing any other games or as soon as practical.

5.4. Immediately advise their Club Handicapper of handicap changes.

5.5. Show their official AHS card to Tournament Managers and Handicappers
on request.

14. Players Not Complying With These Regulations:

« In the first instance, the player is to be informed that it is a requirement under
the National Handicapping Regulations for a Croquet Australia AHS card to be
carried and filled in and that it has been noted that this has not been followed.
The incident will be reported to the National Handicapper.

« If the behaviour is repeated at a subsequent event, the player will be reminded
once more and informed that a future tournament entry may be rejected. The
incident will be reported to the National Handicapper, who will report it to
Croquet Australia.
